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ANGRY

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Anger.  
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

James 1:19-20 “My dear brothers and sisters,be quick to listen, slow to speak, and slow to get angry.20 Your anger can never make things right in God’s sight.”

Joel 2:13 “…Return to the LORD your God, for he is gracious and merciful. He is not easily angered. He is filled with kindness and is eager not to punish you.” 

Psalm 19:14 “May the words of my mouth and the thoughts of my heart be pleasing to you, O LORD, my rock and my redeemer.”

Psalm 37:8-9 “Stop your anger!Turn from your rage!  Do not envy others—it only leads to harm. For the wicked will be destroyed, but those who trust in the LORD will possess the land.”

Ephesians 4:26-27 “And “don’t sin by letting anger gain control over you.” Don’t let the sun go down while you are still angry, 27 for anger gives a mighty foothold to the Devil.”

Colossians 3:8 “But now is the time to get rid of anger, rage, malicious behavior, slander, and dirty language.”

II Timothy 2:23 “Again I say, don’t get involved in foolish, ignorant arguments that only start fights.”

Ephesians 4:31 “Get rid of all bitterness, rage, anger, harsh words, and slander, as well as all types of malicious behavior.”

Philippians 2:14-15 “In everything you do, stay away from complaining and arguing, 15 so that no one can speak a word of blame against you.”

I Thessalonians 5:9 “For God decided to save us through our Lord Jesus Christ, not to pour out his anger on us.”

Matthew 5:22 “…But I say, if you are angry with someone, you are subject to judgment!”

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH-NISSI which means “The Lord Our Banner” or God Speaks to us from a rallying place where He brings victory into our lives.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
