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CLEANSING

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Cleansing.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Ephesians 5:26 “to make her holy and clean, washed by baptism and God’s word.”

2 Peter 1:9 “…God has cleansed them from their old life of sin.”

Psalm 19:12 “How can I know all the sins lurking in my heart?  Cleanse me from these hidden faults.”

Acts 3:19 “Now turn from your sins and turn to God, so you can be cleansed of your sins.”

Psalm 51:10 “Create in me a clean heart, O God.  Renew a right spirit within me.”

I John 1:9 “But if we confess our sins to him, he is faithful and just to forgive us and to cleanse us from every wrong.”

Leviticus 12:2-5 “When a woman becomes pregnant and gives birth to a son, she will be ceremonially unclean for seven days, just as she is defiled during her menstrual period. 3 On the eighth day, the boy must be circumcised. 4 Then the woman must wait for thirty-three days until the time of her purification from the blood of childbirth is completed. During this time of purification, she must not touch anything that is holy. And she must not go to the sanctuary until her time of purification is over. 5 If a woman gives birth to a daughter, she will be ceremonially defiled for two weeks, just as she is defiled during her menstrual period. She must then wait another sixty-six days to be purified from the blood of childbirth.”

Leviticus 15:2-4 “Any man who has a genital discharge is ceremonially unclean because of it. 3 This defilement applies whether the discharge continues or is stopped up. In either case the man is unclean. 4 Any bedding on which he lies and anything on which he sits will be defiled.”

Leviticus 15:5-6“So if you touch the man’s bedding, you will be required to wash your clothes and bathe in water, and you will remain ceremonially defiled until evening.6 If you sit where the man with the discharge has sat, you will be required to wash your clothes and bathe in water…” 

Leviticus 15:16-17 “Whenever a man has an emission of semen, he must wash his entire body... 17Any clothing or leather that comes in contact with the semen must be washed... 

Leviticus 15:18“After having sexual intercourse, both the man and the woman must bathe...”

Leviticus 15:19-23“Whenever a woman has her menstrual period, she will be unclean for seven days. If you touch her during that time, you will be defiled until evening. 20 Anything on which she lies or sits during that time will be defiled. 21 If you touch her bed, you must wash your clothes and bathe in water… 22The same applies if you touch an object on which she sits, 23 whether it is her bedding or any piece of furniture.”

Leviticus 15:24“  If a man has sexual intercourse with her during this time, her menstrual impurity will be transmitted to him. He will remain defiled for seven days, and any bed on which he lies will be defiled.”

Leviticus 15:25-28“If the menstrual flow of blood continues for many days beyond the normal period, or if she discharges blood unrelated to her menstruation, the woman will be ceremonially unclean as long as the discharge continues. 26 Anything on which she lies or sits during that time will be defiled, just as it would be during her normal menstrual period. 27 If you touch her bed or anything on which she sits, you will be defiled. You will be required to wash your clothes and bathe in water...  28 “When the woman’s menstrual discharge stops, she must count off a period of seven days. After that, she will be ceremonially clean.”

Ezekiel 36:25-27 “Then I will sprinkle clean water on you, and you will be clean. Your filth will be washed away, and you will no longer worship idols. 26 And I will give you a new heart with new and right desires, and I will put a new spirit in you. I will take out your stony heart of sin and give you a new, obedient heart. 27 And I will put my Spirit in you so you will obey my laws and do whatever I command.”

After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH-M’KADDESH which means “The Lord Who Sanctifies, Makes Holy” or that God alone cleanses and makes us holy.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
