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COMPASSION


Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Compassion.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Romans 9:15 “For God said to Moses, “I will show mercy to anyone I choose, and I will show compassion to anyone I choose.”

Psalm 78:38 “Yet he was merciful and forgave their sins…”

Psalm 145:8 “The LORD is kind and merciful, slow to get angry, full of unfailing love.”

Psalm 111:4 “Who can forget the wonders he performs?  How gracious and merciful is our LORD!”

Psalm 112:4 “When darkness overtakes the godly, light will come bursting in.  They are generous, compassionate, and righteous.”

Jeremiah 12:1 “But afterward I will return and have compassion on all of them. I will bring them home to their own lands again, each nation to its own inheritance.” 

Lamentations 3:32-33 “Though he brings grief, he also shows compassion according to the greatness of his unfailing love. 33 For he does not enjoy hurting people or causing them sorrow.”

Matthew 14:14 “A vast crowd was there as he stepped from the boat, and he had compassion on them and healed their sick.”

Matthew 20:34 “Jesus felt sorry for them and touched their eyes. Instantly they could see! Then they followed him.”

Hebrews 5:2 “And because he is human, he is able to deal gently with the people, though they are ignorant and wayward. For he is subject to the same weaknesses they have.”

I Peter 3:8-9 “Finally, all of you should be of one mind, full of sympathy toward each other, loving one another with tender hearts and humble minds. 9 Don’t repay evil for evil. Don’t retaliate when people say unkind things about you. Instead, pay them back with a blessing. That is what God wants you to do, and he will bless you for it.” 

After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH-ROHI which means “The Lord Our Shepherd” or that God watches over us and provides everything we need 24/7/365.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
