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DEBT

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Debt.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Psalm 19:12-13 “How can I know all the sins lurking in my heart?  Cleanse me from these hidden faults.  13Keep me from deliberate sins!  Don’t let them control me. Then I will be free of guilt and innocent of great sin.”

2 Kings 4:7 “When she told the man of God what had happened, he said to her, “Now sell the olive oil and pay your debts, and there will be enough money left over to support you and your sons.”

Nehemiah 10:31 “We further promise that if the people of the land should bring any merchandise or grain to be sold on the Sabbath or on any other holy day, we will refuse to buy it. And we promise not to do any work every seventh year and to cancel the debts owed to us by other Jews.

Matthew 18:23-27 ““For this reason, the Kingdom of Heaven can be compared to a king who decided to bring his accounts up to date with servants who had borrowed money from him.24In the process, one of his debtors was brought in who owed him millions of dollars.25He couldn’t pay, so the king ordered that he, his wife, his children, and everything he had be sold to pay the debt.26But the man fell down before the king and begged him, ‘Oh, sir, be patient with me, and I will pay it all.’27Then the king was filled with pity for him, and he released him and forgave his debt.”

Matthew 18:28-30“But when the man left the king, he went to a fellow servant who owed him a few thousand dollars. He grabbed him by the throat and demanded instant payment.29His fellow servant fell down before him and begged for a little more time. ‘Be patient and I will pay it,’ he pleaded.30But his creditor wouldn’t wait. He had the man arrested and jailed until the debt could be paid in full.”

Matthew 18:31-35“When some of the other servants saw this, they were very upset. They went to the king and told him what had happened.32Then the king called in the man he had forgiven and said, ‘You evil servant! I forgave you that tremendous debt because you pleaded with me.33Shouldn’t you have mercy on your fellow servant, just as I had mercy on you?’34Then the angry king sent the man to prison until he had paid every penny.35“That’s what my heavenly Father will do to you if you refuse to forgive your brothers and sisters in your heart.”

Matthew 6:11-13 “Give us this day our daily bread.12And forgive us our debts, As we forgive our debtors.13And do not lead us into temptation, But deliver us from the evil one. For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever. Amen.”

Luke 7:41-42 “Then Jesus told him this story:“A man loaned money to two people—five hundred pieces of silver to one and fifty pieces to the other.42But neither of them could repay him, so he kindly forgave them both, canceling their debts. Who do you suppose loved him more after that?”

Ezekiel 18:7-9 “Suppose he is a merciful creditor, not keeping the items given in pledge by poor debtors, and does not rob the poor but instead gives food to the hungry and provides clothes for people in need. 8 And suppose he grants loans without interest, stays away from injustice, is honest and fair when judging others, 9 and faithfully obeys my laws and regulations. Anyone who does these things is just and will surely live, says the Sovereign LORD.”

Proverbs 22:26-27 “Do not co-sign another person’s note or put up a guarantee for someone else’s loan. 27 If you can’t pay it, even your bed will be snatched from under you.”

Romans 9:33“I am placing a stone in Jerusalem that causes people to stumble, and a rock that makes them fall.  But anyone who believes in him will not be disappointed.”

Psalm 18:16-19 “He reached down from heaven and rescued me; he drew me out of deep waters (DEBT).  17He delivered me from my powerful enemies, from those who hated me and were too strong for me.  18They attacked me at a moment when I was weakest, but the LORD upheld me.  19He led me to a place of safety; he rescued me because he delights in me.”

2 Chronicles 20:15 “This is what the LORD says: Do not be afraid! Don’t be discouraged by this mighty army (DEBT), for the battle is not yours, but God’s.” 

Proverbs 13:20 “Whoever walks with the wise will become wise; whoever walks with fools (DEBT) will suffer harm.”

Psalm 106:43-44 “Again and again he delivered them (DEBT), but they continued to rebel against him, and they were finally destroyed by their sin.  44Even so, he pitied them in their distress and listened to their cries.”

I Peter 5:6 “So humble yourselves under the mighty power of God, and in his good time he will honor you.”


After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH-JIREH which means “The Lord Will Provide” or that God knows your needs and makes provision for them to arrive on time.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
