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DEVIL (SATAN)

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about the Devil.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Joshua 24:15 “…choose today whom you will serve…”

James 4:7 “So humble yourselves before God. Resist the Devil, and he will flee from you.”

Ephesians 6: 10-18“A final word: Be strong with the Lord’s mighty power. 11 Put on all of God’s armor so that you will be able to stand firm against all strategies and tricks of the Devil. 12 For we are not fighting against people made of flesh and blood, but against the evil rulers and authorities of the unseen world, against those mighty powers of darkness who rule this world, and against wicked spirits in the heavenly realms.13 Use every piece of God’s armor to resist the enemy in the time of evil, so that after the battle you will still be standing firm. 14 Stand your ground, putting on the sturdy belt of truth and the body armor of God’s righteousness. 15 For shoes, put on the peace that comes from the Good News, so that you will be fully prepared. 16 In every battle you will need faith as your shield to stop the fiery arrows aimed at you by Satan. 17 Put on salvation as your helmet, and take the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God. 18 Pray at all times and on every occasion in the power of the Holy Spirit. Stay alert and be persistent in your prayers for all Christians everywhere.”

Romans 8:38 “And I am convinced that nothing can ever separate us from his love. Death can’t, and life can’t. The angels can’t, and the demons can’t. Our fears for today, our worries about tomorrow, and even the powers of hell can’t keep God’s love away.” 

II Corinthians 10:3-5 “3We are human, but we don’t wage war with human plans and methods. 4 We use God’s mighty weapons, not mere worldly weapons, to knock down the Devil’s strongholds. 5 With these weapons we break down every proud argument that keeps people from knowing God. With these weapons we conquer their rebellious ideas, and we teach them to obey Christ.”

Matthew 4:10 “Get out of here, Satan,” Jesus told him. “For the Scriptures say, ‘You must worship the Lord your God; serve only him.’ ”


After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to EL SHADDAI which means “God Almighty” or that God has ultimate power over all things.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
