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DO EVIL OR FACING EVIL PEOPLE

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray. So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Evil.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Psalm 73:3 “For I envied the proud when I saw them prosper despite their wickedness.”

John 12:46 “I have come as a light to shine in this dark world, so that all who put their trust in me will no longer remain in the darkness.”

1 Peter 3:17 “Remember, it is better to suffer for doing good, if that is what God wants, than to suffer for doing wrong!”

1 Peter 3:12 “the Lord turns his face against those who do evil”

I Peter 3:10 “If you want a happy life and good days, keep your tongue from speaking evil”

John 8:44 “For you are the children of your father the Devil, and you love to do the evil things he does. He was a murderer from the beginning and has always hated the truth. There is no truth in him. When he lies, it is consistent with his character; for he is a liar and the father of lies.”


After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to EL-GIBHOR which means “The Mighty God” or that God, The Messiah is the powerful one and a mighty warrior against all of our enemies.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
