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FAVOR

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Favor.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Psalm 31:21, 23“Praise the LORD, for he has shown me his unfailing love.  He kept me safe when my city was under attack.  22In sudden fear I had cried out, “I have been cut off from the LORD!”  But you heard my cry for mercy and answered my call for help.  23Love the LORD, all you faithful ones!  For the LORD protects those who are loyal to him, but he harshly punishes all who are arrogant.”  

Luke 2:40“There the child grew up healthy and strong. He was filled with wisdom beyond his years, and God placed his special favor upon him.”

Nehemiah 9:21 “For forty years you sustained them in the wilderness. They lacked nothing in all that time. Their clothes did not wear out, and their feet did not swell!”

Romans 8:31-32 “…If God is for us, who can ever be against us? 32 Since God did not spare even his own Son but gave him up for us all, won’t God, who gave us Christ, also give us everything else?”

II Kings 8:3-6 “After the famine ended she returned to the land of Israel, and she went to see the king about getting back her house and land. 4 As she came in, the king was talking with Gehazi, the servant of the man of God. The king had just said, “Tell me some stories about the great things Elisha has done.” 5 And Gehazi was telling the king about the time Elisha had brought a boy back to life. At that very moment, the mother of the boy walked in to make her appeal to the king. “Look, my lord!” Gehazi exclaimed. “Here is the woman now, and this is her son—the very one Elisha brought back to life!”  6 “Is this true?” the king asked her. And she told him that it was. So he directed one of his officials to see to it that everything she had lost was restored to her, including the value of any crops that had been harvested during her absence.”

Psalm 37:26 “The godly always give generous loans to others, and their children are a blessing.”

Ephesians 1:3 “How we praise God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly realms because we belong to Christ.”

Psalm 30:4-5 “Sing to the LORD, all you godly ones!  Praise his holy name.  His anger lasts for a moment, but his favor lasts a lifetime!”

II Corinthians 9:9 “…“Godly people give generously to the poor.  Their good deeds will never be forgotten.”

Romans 13:7 “Give to everyone what you owe them: Pay your taxes and import duties, and give respect and honor to all to whom it is due.”

II Corinthians 12:9“…My gracious favor is all you need. My power works best in your weakness…”

Nehemiah 9:25 “…So they ate until they were full and grew fat and enjoyed themselves in all your blessings.”

Ephesians 2:7 “And so God can always point to us as examples of the incredible wealth of his favor and kindness toward us, as shown in all he has done for us through Christ Jesus.”

Ephesians 2:8 “God saved you by his special favor when you believed. And you can’t take credit for this; it is a gift from God.”

Ezekiel 34:26 “…And I will send showers, showers of blessings, which will come just when they are needed. “

Nehemiah 2:2-9 “So the king asked me, “Why are you so sad?  You aren’t  sick, are you? You look like a man with deep troubles.”  Then I was badly frightened, 3 but I replied, “Long live the king! Why shouldn’t I be sad? For the city where my ancestors are buried is in ruins, and the gates have been burned down.”  4 The king asked, “Well, how can I help you?”  With a prayer to the God of heaven, 5 I replied, “If it please Your Majesty and if you are pleased with me, your servant, send me to Judah to rebuild the city where my ancestors are buried.”  6 The king, with the queen sitting beside him, asked, “How long will you be gone? When will you return?” So the king agreed, and I set a date for my departure.  7 I also said to the king, “If it please Your Majesty, give me letters to the governors of the province west of the Euphrates River, instructing them to let me travel safely through their territories on my way to Judah. 8 And please send a letter to Asaph, the manager of the king’s forest, instructing him to give me timber. I will need it to make beams for the gates of the Temple fortress, for the city walls, and for a house for myself.” And the king granted these requests, because the gracious hand of God was on me.  9…I should add, had sent along army officers and horsemen to protect me.” 

Nehemiah 9:12 “You led our ancestors by a pillar of cloud during the day and a pillar of fire at night so that they could find their way.”

Numbers 6:22-26 “Then the LORD said to Moses, 23 “Instruct Aaron and his sons to bless the people of Israel with this special blessing:  24May the LORD bless you and protect you.  25May the LORD smile on you and be gracious to you.  26May the LORD show you his favor and give you his peace.’”

Nehemiah 9:13 “You came down on Mount Sinai and spoke to them from heaven. You gave them regulations and instructions that were just, and laws and commands that were true.” 

Nehemiah 9:15 “You gave them bread from heaven when they were hungry and water from the rock when they were thirsty…”



After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH-SABAOTH which means “The Lord Of Hosts” or God can accomplish anything He wants to do.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
