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PRAISING GOD

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Praising God.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Psalm 68:3-4“But let the godly rejoice.  Let them be glad in God’s presence.  Let them be filled with joy. 4Sing praises to God and to his name!  Sing loud praises to him who rides the clouds.  His name is the LORD—rejoice in his presence!”

Ephesians 1:14 “The Spirit is God’s guarantee that he will give us everything he promised and that he has purchased us to be his own people. This is just one more reason for us to praise our glorious God.”

I Chronicles 29:13“O our God, we thank you and praise your glorious name!” 

Psalm 7:17“I will thank the LORD because he is just; I will sing praise to the name of the LORD Most High.”

Psalm 9:1-2 “I will thank you, LORD, with all my heart; I will tell of all the marvelous things you have done.  2I will be filled with joy because of you.  I will sing praises to your name, O Most High.”

Psalm 35:10 “I will praise him from the bottom of my heart: “LORD, who can compare with you?...”

Psalm 18:1-3 “1I love you, LORD; you are my strength. 2The LORD is my rock, my fortress, and my savior; my God is my rock, in whom I find protection. He is my shield, the strength of my salvation, and my stronghold.  3I will call on the LORD, who is worthy of praise, for he saves me from my enemies.

Psalm 18:49 “For this, O LORD, I will praise you among the nations; I will sing joyfully to your name.”

Psalm 138:2 “…I will give thanks to your name for your unfailing love and faithfulness, because your promises are backed by all the honor of your name.”

Ephesians 1:6 “So we praise God for the wonderful kindness he has poured out on us because we belong to his dearly loved Son.”

Nehemiah 9:5 “…Stand up and praise the LORD your God, for he lives from everlasting to everlasting!”

I Timothy 1:17 “Glory and honor to God forever and ever. He is the eternal King, the unseen one who never dies; he alone is God. Amen.”


After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to EL- ELYON which means “The Most High God” or that God has absolute power and deserves to be praised by us.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
