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THE WORSHIP OF GOD

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Worshipping Him.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

1 Chronicles 28:14 “Everything we have has come from you, and we give you only what you have already given us!”

Exodus 20:3 “Do not worship any other gods besides me.”

I John 5:14-15 “And we can be confident that You will listen to us whenever we ask You for anything in line with Your word And since we know You are listening when we make our requests, we can be sure that You have given us what we have asked for.”  

Psalm 25:4-5 “Show us the path where we should walk, O LORD; point out the right road for us to follow.  Lead us by your truth and teach us, for you are the God who saved us.  All day long we put our hope in you.”

Exodus 20:2 ““I am the LORD your God, who rescued you…”

Exodus 20:7 “Do not misuse the name of the LORD your God. The LORD will not let you go unpunished if you misuse his name.”

Exodus 23:13 “Be sure to obey all my instructions. And remember, never pray to or swear by any other gods. Do not even mention their names.

Exodus 23:25-26 “You must serve only the LORD your God. If you do, I will bless you with food and water, and I will keep you healthy. 26 There will be no miscarriages or infertility among your people, and I will give you long, full lives.”

Leviticus 19:12 “Do not use my name to swear a falsehood and so profane the name of your God. I am the LORD.”

Leviticus 22:32 “Do not treat my holy name as common and ordinary. I must be treated as holy by the people of Israel.   It is I, the LORD, who makes you holy.” 

Numbers 15:39 “you are to obey his commands instead of following your own desires and going your own ways, as you are prone to do.”

Deuteronomy 6:4 “Hear, O Israel! The LORD is our God, the LORD alone. 

Deuteronomy 6:5-6 “And you must love the LORD your God with all your heart, all your soul, and all your strength. 6 And you must commit yourselves wholeheartedly to these commands I am giving you today. 

Deuteronomy 6:7 “Repeat them again and again to your children. Talk about them when you are at home and when you are away on a journey, when you are lying down and when you are getting up again.” 

Deuteronomy 6:13 “You must fear the LORD your God and serve him.”

Deuteronomy 8:10 “When you have eaten your fill, praise the LORD your God for the good land he has given you.”

Deuteronomy 10:20 “You must fear the LORD your God and worship him and cling to him.”

Deuteronomy 13:2-4 “Come, let us worship the gods of foreign nations,’ 3 do not listen to them. The LORD your God is testing you to see if you love him with all your heart and soul. 4 Serve only the LORD your God and fear him alone. Obey his commands, listen to his voice, and cling to him.”

Deuteronomy 18:10-12 “…And do not let your people practice fortune-telling or sorcery, or allow them to interpret omens, or engage in witchcraft, 11 or cast spells, or function as mediums or psychics, or call forth the spirits of the dead. 12 Anyone who does these things is an object of horror and disgust to the LORD…”

Deuteronomy 18:20 “But any prophet who claims to give a message from another god or who falsely claims to speak for me must die.”

Deuteronomy 18:22 “If the prophet predicts something in the LORD’s name and it does not happen, the LORD did not give the message. That prophet has spoken on his own and need not be feared.”

After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to EL- ELYON which means “The Most High God” or that God has absolute power and deserves to be praised by us.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
