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HONOR

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Honor.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Exodus 20:12“Honor your father and mother. Then you will live a long, full life in the land the LORD your God will give you.”

Deuteronomy 23:19“Do not charge interest on the loans you make to a fellow Israelite, whether it is money, food, or anything else that may be loaned with interest. 20You may charge interest to foreigners, but not to Israelites, so the LORD your God may bless you in everything you do.”

Deuteronomy 24:10-11 “If you lend anything to your neighbor, do not enter your neighbor’s house to claim the security. 11 Stand outside and the owner will bring it out to you. 

Deuteronomy 24:12-13 “If your neighbor is poor and has only a cloak to give as security, do not keep the cloak overnight. 13 Return the cloak to its owner by sunset so your neighbor can sleep in it and bless you. And the LORD your God will count it as a righteous act.”

Deuteronomy 24:14-15 “Never take advantage of poor laborers, whether fellow Israelites or foreigners living in your towns. 15 Pay them their wages each day before sunset because they are poor and are counting on it. Otherwise they might cry out to the LORD against you, and it would be counted against you as sin.”

Matthew 15:8 “These people honor me with their lips, but their hearts are far away.”

Romans 12:17 “…Do things in such a way that everyone can see you are honorable.”

Exodus 21:15 “…do not strike your father or mother…”

Exodus 21:17 “…do not curse your father or mother…”

Exodus 22:22-23 “Do not exploit widows or orphans. 23 If you do and they cry out to me, then I will surely help them.”

Leviticus 5:1“If any of the people are called to testify about something they have witnessed, but they refuse to testify, they will be held responsible…”

Leviticus 19:3 “Each of you must show respect for your mother and father.”

Romans 13:7 “Give to everyone what you owe them: Pay your taxes and import duties, and give respect and honor to all to whom it is due.”

Romans 13:13-14 “We should be decent and true in everything we do, so that everyone can approve of our behavior. Don’t participate in wild parties and getting drunk, or in adultery and immoral living, or in fighting and jealousy. 14But let the Lord Jesus Christ take control of you, and don’t think of ways to indulge your evil desires.”

I Timothy 5:1-2“Never speak harshly to an older man, but appeal to him respectfully as though he were your own father. Talk to the younger men as you would to your own brothers. 2 Treat the older women as you would your mother, and treat the younger women with all purity as your own sisters.”

I Thessalonians 5:12 “…honor those who are your leaders in the Lord’s work. They work hard among you and warn you against all that is wrong.”


After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH-SHALOM which means “The Lord Our Peace” or that God gives us peace and is our peace.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
