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HUMILITY/HUMBLE

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Humility.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Psalm 37:11 “Those who are gentle and lowly will possess the land; they will live in prosperous security.”

II Corinthians 8:9“You know how full of love and kindness our Lord Jesus Christ was.  Though he was very rich, yet for your sakes he became poor, so that by his poverty he could make you rich.”

Matthew 7:20 “Yes, the way to identify a tree or a person is by the kind of fruit that is produced.”

I Kings 21:19 “Do you see how Ahab has humbled himself before me? Because he has done this, I will not do what I promised during his lifetime.”

Matthew 18:3-6 “Then he said, “I assure you, unless you turn from your sins and become as little children, you will never get into the Kingdom of Heaven. 4 Therefore, anyone who becomes as humble as this little child is the greatest in the Kingdom of Heaven. 5 And anyone who welcomes a little child like this on my behalf is welcoming me. 6 But if anyone causes one of these little ones who trusts in me to lose faith, it would be better for that person to be thrown into the sea with a large millstone tied around the neck.”

Isaiah 66:2 “…I will bless those who have humble and contrite hearts, who tremble at my word.”

Matthew 23:12 “But those who exalt themselves will be humbled, and those who humble themselves will be exalted.”

Titus 3:2 “They must not speak evil of anyone, and they must avoid quarreling. Instead, they should be gentle and show true humility to everyone.”

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH-SHAMMAH which means “The Lord Is There” or thatGod is forever present in our lives.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
