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ILLNESS

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Illness.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Jeremiah 30:17 where You said “I have given you back (restored) your health and healed your wounds.”

Matthew 9:35 that says “Jesus traveled through all the cities and villages of that area… And wherever he went, He healed people of every sort of disease and illness.

Isaiah 53:5 that says “5 But he was wounded and crushed for our sins. He was beaten that we might have peace. He was whipped, and we were healed…”

Psalm 94:19 “But the LORD is my fortress; my God is a mighty rock where I can hide.”

Psalm 37:40 “…He saves them, and they find shelter in him.”

John 3:16 “For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him will not perish but have eternal life.”

Revelation 3:20“Look! Here I stand at the door and knock. If you hear me calling and open the door, I will come in, and we will share a meal as friends.”

Psalm 91:14-16 “The LORD says, “I will rescue those who love me.  I will protect those who trust in my name.  15When they call on me, I will answer; I will be with them in trouble.  I will rescue them and honor them.  16 I will satisfy them with a long life and give them my salvation.”

Psalm 107:20 “He spoke, and they were healed—snatched from the door of death.”

Psalm 41:3 “The LORD nurses them when they are sick and eases their pain and discomfort.”

Proverbs 20-22 “Pay attention, my child, to what I say. Listen carefully. 21 Don’t lose sight of my words. Let them penetrate deep within your heart, 22 for they bring life and radiant health to anyone who discovers their meaning.”

Proverbs 16:24 “Kind words are like honey—sweet to the soul and healthy for the body.”

John 10:10 “The thief’s purpose is to steal and kill and destroy. My purpose is to give life in all its fullness.”

I Peter 2:24 “He personally carried away our sins in his own body on the cross so we can be dead to sin and live for what is right. You have been healed by his wounds!”

Psalm 30:2 “O LORD my God, I cried out to you for help, and you restored my health.”

Matthew 8:16-17 “That evening many demon-possessed people were brought to Jesus. All the spirits fled when he commanded them to leave; and he healed all the sick. 17 This fulfilled the word of the Lord through Isaiah, who said, “He took our sicknesses and removed our diseases.”

Matthew 9:35 “Jesus traveled through all the cities and villages of that area, teaching in the synagogues and announcing the Good News about the Kingdom. And wherever he went, he healed people of every sort of disease and illness.”

John 15:7“If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, and it shall be done for you.”

Ezekiel 34:16 “…I will bind up the injured and strengthen the weak.”

Matthew 4:24 “…And whatever their illness and pain, or if they were possessed by demons, or were epileptics, or were paralyzed—he healed them all.”

After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH-RAPHA which means “The Lord Who Heals” or thatGod’s nature is to want you healthy (mentally, physically, emotionally, financially and spiritually).  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
