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JOY

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Joy.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Deuteronomy 6: 10-11 “the LORD our God has brought us into the land filled with large, prosperous cities that we did not build, our houses are richly stocked with goods we did not produce. We draw water from cisterns we did not dig and we eat from vineyards and olive trees we did not plant.”  

Jeremiah 29:10-14 “…But then I will come and do for you all the good things I have promised, and I will bring you home again. 11 For I know the plans I have for you.”  “They are plans for good and not for disaster, to give you a future and a hope. 12in those days when you pray, I will listen. 13 If you look for me in earnest, you will find me when you seek me. 14 I will be found by you.”  “I will end your captivity and restore your fortunes. I will gather you out of the nations where I sent you and bring You home again to your own land.”

Proverbs 12:20 “Deceit fills hearts that are plotting evil; joy fills hearts that are planning peace!”

Isaiah 51:11 “…Sorrow and mourning will disappear, and they will be overcome with joy and gladness.”

Matthew 5:14-15 “You are the light of the world...15Don’t hide your light under a basket...put it on a stand and let it shine for all.”

Psalm 19:8 “The commandments of the LORD are right, bringing joy to the heart…”

Psalm 40:8 “I take joy in doing your will, my God, for your law (word) is written on my heart.”

Jeremiah 15:16 “Your words are what sustain me. They bring me great joy and are my heart’s delight, for I bear your name, O LORD God Almighty.”

Galatians 5:22-23 “But when the Holy Spirit controls our lives, he will produce this kind of fruit in us: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness, and self-control. Here there is no conflict with the law.”

I Thessalonians 5:16-18 “Always be joyful. 17 Keep on praying. 18 No matter what happens, always be thankful, for this is God’s will for you who belong to Christ Jesus.”

Jeremiah 31:13 “I will turn their mourning into joy. I will comfort them and exchange their sorrow for rejoicing.”

Jeremiah 31:25 “For I have given rest to the weary and joy to the sorrowing.”

Nehemiah 8:10 “…Don’t be dejected and sad, for the joy of the LORD is your strength!”

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH-SHAMMAH which means “The Lord Is There” or thatGod is forever present in our lives.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
