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MIRACLES

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Miracles.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Matthew 15:29-31 “Jesus returned to the Sea of Galilee and climbed a hill and sat down. 30 A vast crowd brought him the lame, blind, crippled, mute, and many others with physical difficulties, and they laid them before Jesus. And he healed them all. 31 The crowd was amazed! Those who hadn’t been able to speak were talking, the crippled were made well, the lame were walking around, and those who had been blind could see again! And they praised the God of Israel.”

Ephesians 3:20 “Now glory be to God! By his mighty power at work within us, he is able to accomplish infinitely more than we would ever dare to ask or hope.”

Mark 9:21-27 “…He replied, “Since he was very small. 22 The evil spirit often makes him fall into the fire or into water, trying to kill him. Have mercy on us and help us. Do something if you can.”“What do you mean, ‘If I can’?”Jesus asked. “Anything is possible if a person believes.”  24 The father instantly replied, “I do believe, but help me not to doubt!”  25 When Jesus saw that the crowd of onlookers was growing, he rebuked the evil spirit. “Spirit of deafness and muteness, “he said, “I command you to come out of this child and never enter him again!”26 Then the spirit screamed and threw the boy into another violent convulsion and left him. The boy lay there motionless, and he appeared to be dead. A murmur ran through the crowd, “He’s dead.” 27 But Jesus took him by the hand and helped him to his feet, and he stood up.”

Nehemiah 9:11 “You divided the sea for your people so they could walk through on dry land...”

Psalm 139:13 “You made all the delicate, inner parts of my body and knit me together in my mother’s womb.”

Luke 5:5-9 “…“Now go out where it is deeper and let down your nets, and you will catch many fish.”“Master,” Simon replied, “we worked hard all last night and didn’t catch a thing. But if you say so, we’ll try again.” 6 And this time their nets were so full they began to tear! 7 A shout for help brought their partners in the other boat and soon both boats were filled with fish and on the verge of sinking. 8 When Simon Peter realized what had happened, he fell to his knees before Jesus and said, “Oh, Lord, please leave me—I’m too much of a sinner to be around you.” 9 For he was awestruck by the size of their catch, as were the others with him…Jesus replied to Simon, “Don’t be afraid! From now on you’ll be fishing for people!”

Luke 5:13 “Jesus reached out and touched the man. “I want to, “he said. “Be healed!”And instantly the leprosy disappeared.”

Luke 5:19-20, 24-25“…So they went up to the roof, took off some tiles, and lowered the sick man down into the crowd, still on his mat, right in front of Jesus. 20Seeing their faith, Jesus said to the man, “Son, your sins are forgiven.”  “…24I will prove that I, the Son of Man, have the authority on earth to forgive sins.”Then Jesus turned to the paralyzed man and said, “Stand up, take your mat, and go on home, because you are healed!”25 And immediately, as everyone watched, the man jumped to his feet, picked up his mat, and went home praising God.”

Luke 6:10 “He looked around at them one by one and then said to the man, “Reach out your hand.”The man reached out his hand, and it became normal again!” 

Matthew 15:25-28 “But she came and worshiped him and pleaded again, “Lord, help me!”“It isn’t right to take food from the children and throw it to the dogs, “he said.  27 “Yes, Lord,” she replied, “but even dogs are permitted to eat crumbs that fall beneath their master’s table.” 28 “Woman, “Jesus said to her, “your faith is great. Your request is granted.”And her daughter was instantly healed.”

Matthew 15:32-38 “Then Jesus called his disciples to him and said, “I feel sorry for these people. They have been here with me for three days, and they have nothing left to eat. I don’t want to send them away hungry, or they will faint along the road.”33 …“How many loaves of bread do you have?”They replied, “Seven, and a few small fish...” 36  He took the seven loaves and the fish, thanked God for them, broke them into pieces, and gave them to the disciples… 37 They all ate until they were full, and when the scraps were picked up, there were seven large baskets of food left over! 38There were four thousand men who were fed that day, in addition to all the women and children.”

Matthew 8:2-3 “Suddenly, a man with leprosy approached Jesus. He knelt before him, worshiping. “Lord,” the man said, “if you want to, you can make me well again.”  3 Jesus touched him. “I want to, “he said. “Be healed!”And instantly the leprosy disappeared.”

Matthew 8:5-6, 13 “When Jesus arrived in Capernaum, a Roman officer came and pleaded with him, 6 “Lord, my young servant lies in bed, paralyzed and racked with pain.”  7 Jesus said, “I will come and heal him.”  13 Then Jesus said to the Roman officer, “Go on home. What you have believed has happened.”And the young servant was healed that same hour…”

Matthew 8:14 “When Jesus arrived at Peter’s house, Peter’s mother-in-law was in bed with a high fever. 15 But when Jesus touched her hand, the fever left her. Then she got up and prepared a meal for him.

Matthew 8:16-17 “That evening many demon-possessed people were brought to Jesus. All the spirits fled when he commanded them to leave; and he healed all the sick. 17 This fulfilled the word of the Lord through Isaiah, who said, “He took our sicknesses and removed our diseases.”

Matthew 8:23-27 “Then Jesus got into the boat and started across the lake with his disciples. 24 Suddenly, a terrible storm came up, with waves breaking into the boat. But Jesus was sleeping. 25 The disciples went to him and woke him up, shouting, “Lord, save us! We’re going to drown!”  26 And Jesus answered, “Why are you afraid? You have so little faith!”Then he stood up and rebuked the wind and waves, and suddenly all was calm. 27 The disciples just sat there in awe. “Who is this?” they asked themselves. “Even the wind and waves obey him!”

Matthew 8:28, 32 “two men who were possessed by demons met him… “All right, go!”Jesus commanded them. So the demons came out of the men and entered the pigs, and the whole herd plunged down the steep hillside into the lake and drowned in the water.”

Matthew 9:2, 6-7 “Some people brought to him a paralyzed man on a mat. Seeing their faith, Jesus said to the paralyzed man, “Take heart, son! Your sins are forgiven.”  “…“Stand up, take your mat, and go on home, because you are healed!”7 And the man jumped up and went home!” 

Matthew 9:20-22 “a woman who had had a hemorrhage for twelve years came up behind him. She touched the fringe of his robe, 21 for she thought, “If I can just touch his robe, I will be healed.”  22 Jesus turned around and said to her, “Daughter, be encouraged! Your faith has made you well.”And the woman was healed at that moment.”

Matthew 9:18, 25 “…the leader of a synagogue came and knelt down before him. “My daughter has just died,” he said, “but you can bring her back to life again if you just come and lay your hand upon her.”  “…Jesus went in and took the girl by the hand, and she stood up!” 

Matthew 9:27-30“two blind men followed along behind him, shouting, “Son of David, have mercy on us!”…Jesus asked them, “Do you believe I can make you see?”“Yes, Lord,” they told him, “we do.”29 Then he touched their eyes and said, “Because of your faith, it will happen.”30 And suddenly they could see!”

Matthew 9:32-33 “When they left, some people brought to him a man who couldn’t speak because he was possessed by a demon. 33 So Jesus cast out the demon, and instantly the man could talk…” 

Nehemiah 9:12 “You led our ancestors by a pillar of cloud during the day and a pillar of fire at night so that they could find their way.”

Nehemiah 9:13 “You came down on Mount Sinai and spoke to them from heaven. You gave them regulations and instructions that were just, and laws and commands that were true.” 

Nehemiah 9:15 “You gave them bread from heaven when they were hungry and water from the rock when they were thirsty…” 

Sabbath Healings (Miracles Done By Yeshua (Jesus)

Mark 1:21-27 “Jesus and his companions went to the town of Capernaum, and every Sabbath day he went into the synagogue and taught the people. 22 They were amazed at his teaching, for he taught as one who had real authority—quite unlike the teachers of religious law.  23 A man possessed by an evil spirit was in the synagogue, 24 and he began shouting, “Why are you bothering us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? I know who you are—the Holy One sent from God!”  25 Jesus cut him short. “Be silent! Come out of the man.” 26 At that, the evil spirit screamed and threw the man into a convulsion, but then he left him.  27 Amazement gripped the audience, and they began to discuss what had happened. “What sort of new teaching is this?” they asked excitedly. “It has such authority! Even evil spirits obey his orders!” 

Mark 1:29-31 “After Jesus and his disciples left the synagogue, they went over to Simon and Andrew’s home, and James and John were with them. 30 Simon’s mother-in-law was sick in bed with a high fever. They told Jesus about her right away. 31 He went to her bedside, and as he took her by the hand and helped her to sit up, the fever suddenly left, and she got up and prepared a meal for them.”

Mark 3:1-5 “Jesus went into the synagogue again and noticed a man with a deformed hand. 2 Since it was the Sabbath, Jesus’ enemies watched him closely. Would he heal the man’s hand on the Sabbath? If he did, they planned to condemn him. 3 Jesus said to the man, “Come and stand in front of everyone.” 4 Then he turned to his critics and asked, “Is it legal to do good deeds on the Sabbath, or is it a day for doing harm? Is this a day to save life or to destroy it?” But they wouldn’t answer him. 5 He looked around at them angrily, because he was deeply disturbed by their hard hearts. Then he said to the man, “Reach out your hand.” The man reached out his hand, and it became normal again!”

John 5:3-9 “ Crowds of sick people—blind, lame, or paralyzed—lay on the porches.  5 One of the men lying there had been sick for thirty-eight years. 6 When Jesus saw him and knew how long he had been ill, he asked him, “Would you like to get well?” 7 “I can’t, sir,” the sick man said, “for I have no one to help me into the pool when the water is stirred up. While I am trying to get there, someone else always gets in ahead of me.”  8 Jesus told him, “Stand up, pick up your sleeping mat, and walk!”  9 Instantly, the man was healed! He rolled up the mat and began walking! But this miracle happened on the Sabbath day. “

Luke 13:10-13 “One Sabbath day as Jesus was teaching in a synagogue, 11 he saw a woman who had been crippled by an evil spirit. She had been bent double for eighteen years and was unable to stand up straight. 12 When Jesus saw her, he called her over and said, “Woman, you are healed of your sickness!” 13 Then he touched her, and instantly she could stand straight. How she praised and thanked God!”

Luke 14:1-4 “One Sabbath day Jesus was in the home of a leader of the Pharisees. The people were watching him closely, 2 because there was a man there whose arms and legs were swollen. 3 Jesus asked the Pharisees and experts in religious law, “Well, is it permitted in the law to heal people on the Sabbath day, or not?” 4 When they refused to answer, Jesus touched the sick man and healed him and sent him away.”   

John 9:1-7 “As Jesus was walking along, he saw a man who had been blind from birth. 2 “Teacher,” his disciples asked him, “why was this man born blind? Was it a result of his own sins or those of his parents?”  3 “It was not because of his sins or his parents’ sins,” Jesus answered. “He was born blind so the power of God could be seen in him. 4 All of us must quickly carry out the tasks assigned us by the one who sent me, because there is little time left before the night falls and all work comes to an end. 5 But while I am still here in the world, I am the light of the world.”  6 Then he spit on the ground, made mud with the saliva, and smoothed the mud over the blind man’s eyes. 7 He told him, “Go and wash in the pool of Siloam” (Siloam means Sent). So the man went and washed, and came back seeing!”

After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH-SABAOTH which means “The Lord Of Hosts” or God can accomplish anything He wants to do.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
