PRAYER

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Prayer.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Matthew 6:5-6 “…When you pray, don’t be like the hypocrites who love to pray publicly on street corners and in the synagogues where everyone can see them. I assure you, that is all the reward they will ever get.6But when you pray, go away by yourself, shut the door behind you, and pray to your Father secretly. Then your Father, who knows all secrets, will reward you.”

Matthew 6:7-8 “When you pray, don’t babble on and on as people of other religions do. They think their prayers are answered only by repeating their words again and again.8Don’t be like them, because your Father knows exactly what you need even before you ask him!”

Psalm 17:4-8 “I have followed your commands, which have kept me from going along with cruel and evil people.  5My steps have stayed on your path; I have not wavered from following you.  6I am praying to you because I know you will answer, O God.  Bend down and listen as I pray.  7Show me your unfailing love in wonderful ways.  You save with your strength those who seek refuge from their enemies. 8Guard me as the apple of your eye.  Hide me in the shadow of your wings.”

Romans 8:26 “And the Holy Spirit helps us in our distress. For we don’t even know what we should pray for, nor how we should pray. But the Holy Spirit prays for us with groanings that cannot be expressed in words.”

Psalm 94:18 “I cried out, “I’m slipping!” and your unfailing love, O LORD, supported me.”

Psalm 138:3 “When I pray, you answer me; you encourage me by giving me the strength I need.”

Ephesians 6:18 “Pray at all times and on every occasion in the power of the Holy Spirit. Stay alert and be persistent in your prayers for all Christians everywhere.”

Colossians 4:2 “Devote yourselves to prayer with an alert mind and a thankful heart.”

James 5:16 “…The earnest prayer of a righteous person has great power and wonderful results.”

I Peter 3:12 “The eyes of the Lord watch over those who do right, and his ears are open to their prayers.”

I Timothy 2:2-4 “Pray this way for kings and all others who are in authority, so that we can live in peace and quietness, in godliness and dignity. 3This is good and pleases God our Savior, 4 for he wants everyone to be saved and to understand the truth.”

Psalm 116:1-2 “I love the LORD because he hears and answers my prayers.  2Because he bends down and listens, I will pray as long as I have breath!”

Luke 6:28 “Pray for the happiness of those who curse you.  Pray for those who hurt you.”

I Thessalonians 5:16-18 “Always be joyful. 17 Keep on praying. 18 No matter what happens, always be thankful, for this is God’s will for you who belong to Christ Jesus.”

I John 5:14-15 “And we can be confident that he will listen to us whenever we ask him for anything in line with his will. 15 And if we know he is listening when we make our requests, we can be sure that he will give us what we ask for.”

Romans 12:12 “…Be patient in trouble, and always be prayerful”

Matthew 7:7-8“Keep on asking, and you will be given what you ask for. Keep on looking, and you will find. Keep on knocking, and the door will be opened.8For everyone who asks, receives. Everyone who seeks, finds. And the door is opened to everyone who knocks.”

I Timothy 2:8 “So wherever you assemble, I want men to pray with holy hands lifted up to God, free from anger and controversy.”

Daniel 9:23 “The moment you began praying, a command was given. I am here to tell you what it was, for God loves you very much. Now listen, so you can understand the meaning of your vision.”

Romans 8:26 “…For we do not know what we should pray for as we ought, but the Spirit Himself makes intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered.”

Ephesians 3:14-19 “When I think of the wisdom and scope of God’s plan, I fall to my knees and pray to the Father, 15 the Creator of everything in heaven and on earth. 16 I pray that from his glorious, unlimited resources he will give you mighty inner strength through his Holy Spirit. 17 And I pray that Christ will be more and more at home in your hearts as you trust in him. May your roots go down deep into the soil of God’s marvelous love.18 And may you have the power to understand, as all God’s people should, how wide, how long, how high, and how deep his love really is. 19 May you experience the love of Christ, though it is so great you will never fully understand it. Then you will be filled with the fullness of life and power that comes from God.”

Philippians 4:6 “Don’t worry about anything; instead, pray about everything. Tell God what you need, and thank him for all he has done.”

2 Thessalonians 3:1 “…Pray first that the Lord’s message will spread rapidly and be honored wherever it goes, just as when it came to you.”

2 Thessalonians 3:2 “Pray, too, that we will be saved from wicked and evil people, for not everyone believes in the Lord.”

I Timothy 2:1 “I urge you, first of all, to pray for all people. As you make your requests, plead for God’s mercy upon them, and give thanks.”

Matthew 26:41 “Keep alert and pray. Otherwise temptation will overpower you. For though the spirit is willing enough, the body is weak!”

Luke 10:2 “…Pray to the Lord who is in charge of the harvest…”

Hebrews 5:7 “While Jesus was here on earth, he offered prayers and pleadings, with a loud cry and tears, to the one who could deliver him out of death. And God heard his prayers because of his reverence for God.”

Mark 1:35 “The next morning Jesus awoke long before daybreak and went out alone into the wilderness to pray.”

Mark 11:24-25 “Listen to me! You can pray for anything, and if you believe, you will have it. 25 But when you are praying, first forgive anyone you are holding a grudge against, so that your Father in heaven will forgive your sins, too.”

Luke 5:16 “But Jesus often withdrew to the wilderness for prayer.”

Luke 6:12 “One day soon afterward Jesus went to a mountain to pray, and he prayed to God all night.” 

James 5:13 “Are any among you suffering? They should keep on praying about it. And those who have reason to be thankful should continually sing praises to the Lord.”

After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to EL- ELYON which means “The Most High God” or that God has absolute power and deserves to be praised by us.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
