REPENT

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Repenting.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Matthew 4:17 “From then on, Jesus began to preach,’ Turn from your sins and turn to God, because the Kingdom of Heaven is near.’ ”
Luke 12:11-12“And when you are brought to trial in the synagogues and before rulers and authorities, don’t worry about what to say in your defense,12for the Holy Spirit will teach you what needs to be said even as you are standing there.”

Acts 17:30 - “Truly, these times of ignorance God overlooked, but now commands all men everywhere to repent,” 

Nehemiah 9:28 “…Yet whenever your people cried to you again for help, you listened once more from heaven. In your wonderful mercy, you rescued them repeatedly!” 

I Peter 2:1 “…Don’t just pretend to be good!...”

I Peter 3:12“The eyes of the Lord watch over those who do right, and his ears are open to their prayers.”

2 Peter 3:9“The Lord isn’t really being slow about his promise to return, as some people think. No, he is being patient for your sake. He does not want anyone to perish, so he is giving more time for everyone to repent.”

Acts 3:19 “Now turn from your sins and turn to God, so you can be cleansed of your sins.”

Isaiah 57:15“I refresh the humble and give new courage to those with repentant hearts.”

Ezekiel 18:30-32 “Therefore, I will judge each of you, O people of Israel, according to your actions, says the Sovereign LORD. Turn from your sins! Don’t let them destroy you! 31 Put all your rebellion behind you, and get for yourselves a new heart and a new spirit. For why should you die, O people of Israel? 32 I don’t want you to die, says the Sovereign LORD. Turn back and live!”

Malachi 3:7 “…Now return to me, and I will return to you,” says the LORD Almighty.”

Matthew 3:2 ““Turn from your sins and turn to God, because the Kingdom of Heaven is near.”

Matthew 3:8 “Prove by the way you live that you have really turned from your sins and turned to God.”

Luke 13:5 “No, and I tell you again that unless you repent, you will also perish.”


After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH which means “Lord” or that God’s presence is accessible and near to all who call for deliverance, forgiveness or guidance.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
