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SALVATION

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Salvation.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Ephesians 2:5-6 “that even while we were dead because of our sins, he gave us life when he raised Christ from the dead. (It is only by God’s special favor that you have been saved!) 6 For he raised us from the dead along with Christ, and we are seated with him in the heavenly realms—all because we are one with Christ Jesus.” 

Romans 13:11 “Another reason for right living is that you know how late it is; time is running out. Wake up, for the coming of our salvation is nearer now than when we first believed.”

Romans 6:11 “So you should consider yourselves dead to sin and able to live for the glory of God through Christ Jesus.”

Mark 16:16–  “We who believe, who adhere to and trust in and rely on God and His word and is baptized is saved; …”

Joel 2:32“And anyone who calls on the name of the LORD will be saved…”

Colossians 1:14 “God has purchased our freedom with his blood and has forgiven all our sins.”

Colossians 2:6 “And now, just as you accepted Christ Jesus as your Lord, you must continue to live in obedience to him.”

Colossians 1:11 “When you came to Christ, you were “circumcised,” but not by a physical procedure. It was a spiritual procedure—the cutting away of your sinful nature.”

II Timothy 1:9 “It is God who saved us and chose us to live a holy life. He did this not because we deserved it, but because that was his plan long before the world began—to show his love and kindness to us through Christ Jesus.” 

I Peter 1:9 “Your reward for trusting him will be the salvation of your souls.”

Acts 16:31 “…“Believe on the Lord Jesus and you will be saved, along with your entire household.”

Romans 1:16 “…It is the power of God at work, saving everyone who believes…”

Titus 3:7 “He declared us not guilty because of his great kindness. And now we know that we will inherit eternal life.”

Ezekiel 18:23 “Do you think, asks the Sovereign LORD, that I like to see wicked people die? Of course not! I only want them to turn from their wicked ways and live.”

1 Peter 3:1 “In the same way, you wives must accept the authority of your husbands, even those who refuse to accept the Good News. Your godly lives will speak to them better than any words. They will be won over.”

I Thessalonians 5:9 “For God decided to save us through our Lord Jesus Christ, not to pour out his anger on us.”

Hebrews 9:27-28 “And just as it is destined that each person dies only once and after that comes judgment, 28 so also Christ died only once as a sacrifice to take away the sins of many people. He will come again but not to deal with our sins again. This time he will bring salvation to all those who are eagerly waiting for him.”

Ephesians 1:13 “And now you also have heard the truth, the Good News that God saves you. And when you believed in Christ, he identified you as his own by giving you the Holy Spirit, whom he promised long ago.”

I Timothy 2:3-4 “This is good and pleases God our Savior, 4 for he wants everyone to be saved and to understand the truth.”

2 Peter 3:9 “The Lord isn’t really being slow about his promise to return, as some people think. No, he is being patient for your sake. He does not want anyone to perish, so he is giving more time for everyone to repent.”

Hebrews 9:12 “Once for all time he took blood into that Most Holy Place, but not the blood of goats and calves. He took his own blood, and with it he secured our salvation forever.”

Romans 10:9-10 “For if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For it is by believing in your heart that you are made right with God, and it is by confessing with your mouth that you are saved.”

Ephesians 4:30 “Remember, he is the one who has identified you as his own, guaranteeing that you will be saved on the day of redemption.”

Ephesians 2:13 “But now you belong to Christ Jesus. Though you once were far away from God, now you have been brought near to him because of the blood of Christ.”

Titus 3:5 “He saved us, not because of the good things we did, but because of his mercy. He washed away our sins and gave us a new life through the Holy Spirit.”

Hebrews 7:24-25 “But Jesus remains a priest forever; his priesthood will never end. 25 Therefore he is able, once and forever, to save everyone who comes to God through him. He lives forever to plead with God on their behalf.”

After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH-TSIDKENU which means “The Lord Our Righteousness” or that God and only God has the power to provide us with righteousness and He began with His Son.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
