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SEXUAL IMMORALITY

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Sexual Immorality.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

I Corinthians 6:19-20 “Or don’t you know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit, who lives in you and was given to you by God? You do not belong to yourself, 20 for God bought you with a high price. So you must honor God with your body.”

Romans 6:13“Do not let any part of your body become a tool of wickedness, to be used for sinning. Instead, give yourselves completely to God since you have been given new life. And use your whole body as a tool to do what is right for the glory of God.”

I Corinthians 6:18-20“Run away from sexual sin! No other sin so clearly affects the body as this one does. For sexual immorality is a sin against your own body. 19 Or don’t you know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit, who lives in you and was given to you by God? You do not belong to yourself, 20 for God bought you with a high price. So you must honor God with your body.”

Romans 13:13-14 “We should be decent and true in everything we do, so that everyone can approve of our behavior. Don’t participate in wild parties and getting drunk, or in adultery and immoral living, or in fighting and jealousy. 14But let the Lord Jesus Christ take control of you, and don’t think of ways to indulge your evil desires.”

Ephesians 5:3 “Let there be no sexual immorality, impurity, or greed among you. Such sins have no place among God’s people.”

Philippians 4:8 “…Think about things that are pure and lovely and admirable…”

Colossians 3:5 “…Have nothing to do with sexual sin, impurity, lust, and shameful desires…”

II Timothy2:22 “Run from anything that stimulates youthful lust…”

I Corinthians 10:13 “But remember that the temptations that come into your life are no different from what others experience. And God is faithful. He will keep the temptation from becoming so strong that you can’t stand up against it. When you are tempted, he will show you a way out so that you will not give in to it.”

I Thessalonians 4:3-5 “God wants you to be holy, so you should keep clear of all sexual sin. 4 Then each of you will control your body and live in holiness and honor—5 not in lustful passion as the pagans do, in their ignorance of God and his ways.”

Leviticus 18:5 “5If you obey my laws and regulations, you will find life through them. I am the LORD.

Leviticus 18:6 “You must never have sexual intercourse with a close relative, for I am the LORD. 7

Leviticus 18:7 “Do not violate your father by having sexual intercourse with your mother. She is your mother; you must never have intercourse with her. 

Leviticus 18:8 “Do not have sexual intercourse with any of your father’s wives, for this would violate your father.

Leviticus 18:9“Do not have sexual intercourse with your sister or half sister, whether she is your father’s daughter or your mother’s daughter, whether she was brought up in the same family or somewhere else.

Leviticus 18:10“Do not have sexual intercourse with your granddaughter, whether your son’s daughter or your daughter’s daughter; that would violate you. 

Leviticus 18:11 “Do not have sexual intercourse with the daughter of any of your father’s wives; she is your half sister.”

Leviticus 18:12 “Do not have intercourse with your aunt, your father’s sister, because she is your father’s close relative.”

Leviticus 18:13“Do not have sexual intercourse with your aunt, your mother’s sister, because she is your mother’s close relative.”

Leviticus 18:14“And do not violate your uncle, your father’s brother, by having sexual intercourse with his wife; she also is your aunt.”

Leviticus 18:15“Do not have sexual intercourse with your daughter-in-law; she is your son’s wife.”

Leviticus 18:16“Do not have intercourse with your brother’s wife; this would violate your brother.”

Leviticus 18:17“Do not have sexual intercourse with both a woman and her daughter or marry both a woman and her granddaughter, whether her son’s daughter or her daughter’s daughter. They are close relatives, and to do this would be a horrible wickedness.”

Leviticus 18:18 “Do not marry a woman and her sister because they will be rivals. But if your wife dies, then it is all right to marry her sister.”

Leviticus 18:19“Do not violate a woman by having sexual intercourse with her during her period of menstrual impurity.”

Leviticus 18:20“Do not defile yourself by having sexual intercourse with your neighbor’s wife.”

Leviticus 18:21“Do not give any of your children as a sacrifice to Molech, for you must not profane the name of your God. I am the LORD.”

Leviticus 18:22“Do not practice homosexuality; it is a detestable sin.”

Leviticus 18:23“A man must never defile himself by having sexual intercourse with an animal, and a woman must never present herself to a male animal in order to have intercourse with it; this is a terrible perversion.”

Deuteronomy 22:5 “A woman must not wear men’s clothing, and a man must not wear women’s clothing. The LORD your God detests people who do this.”

Ezekiel 18:6, 9“And suppose he does not commit adultery or have intercourse with a woman during her menstrual period… 9 and faithfully obeys my laws and regulations. Anyone who does these things is just and will surely live, says the Sovereign LORD.”

I Timothy 1:8-10 “We know these laws are good when they are used as God intended. 9 But they were not made for people who do what is right. They are for people who are disobedient and rebellious, who are ungodly and sinful, who consider nothing sacred and defile what is holy, who murder their father or mother or other people. 10 These laws are for people who are sexually immoral, for homosexuals and slave traders, for liars and oath breakers, and for those who do anything else that contradicts the right teaching” 


After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to YAHWEH-M’KADDESH which means “The Lord Who Sanctifies, Makes Holy” or that God alone cleanses and makes us holy.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
