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SIN (MISSING THE MARK)

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.  So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about Sin.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Psalm 84:11 “For the LORD God is our light and protector. He gives us grace and glory. No good thing will the LORD withhold from those who do what is right.” 

Romans 6:23“For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life through Christ Jesus our Lord.”

Romans 6:11 “So you should consider yourselves dead to sin and able to live for the glory of God through Christ Jesus.”

Romans 6:6-8“Our old sinful selves were crucified with Christ so that sin might lose its power in our lives. We are no longer slaves to sin. 7 For when we died with Christ we were set free from the power of sin. 8 And since we died with Christ, we know we will also share his new life.”

Psalm 119:11 “I have hidden your word in my heart, that I might not sin against you.”

Colossians 3:25 “But if you do what is wrong, you will be paid back for the wrong you have done. For God has no favorites who can get away with evil.”

II Timothy 2:19 “…“The Lord knows those who are his,” and “Those who claim they belong to the Lord must turn away from all wickedness.”

James 4:17 “Remember, it is sin to know what you ought to do and then not do it.”

Galatians 5:19-21 “When you follow the desires of your sinful nature, your lives will produce these evil results: sexual immorality, impure thoughts, eagerness for lustful pleasure, 20 idolatry, participation in demonic activities, hostility, quarreling, jealousy, outbursts of anger, selfish ambition, divisions, the feeling that everyone is wrong except those in your own little group, 21 envy, drunkenness, wild parties, and other kinds of sin. Let me tell you again, as I have before, that anyone living that sort of life will not inherit the Kingdom of God.” 

I John 1:9 “But if we confess our sins to him, he is faithful and just to forgive us and to cleanse us from every wrong.”

I John 2:2 “…He takes away not only our sins but the sins of all the world.”

I Timothy 5:22 “…Do not participate in the sins of others. Keep yourself pure.”

I John 3:4 “Those who sin are opposed to the law of God, for all sin opposes the law of God.”

Romans 6:18 “Now you are free from sin, your old master, and you have become slaves to your new master, righteousness.”

Ezekiel 36:25-27 “Then I will sprinkle clean water on you, and you will be clean. Your filth will be washed away, and you will no longer worship idols. 26 And I will give you a new heart with new and right desires, and I will put a new spirit in you. I will take out your stony heart of sin and give you a new, obedient heart. 27 And I will put my Spirit in you so you will obey my laws and do whatever I command.”

I Timothy 1:15-16 “This is a true saying, and everyone should believe it: Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners”

I Timothy 5:20 “Anyone who sins should be rebuked in front of the whole church so that others will have a proper fear of God.”

I Timothy 5:24“Remember that some people lead sinful lives, and everyone knows they will be judged. But there are others whose sin will not be revealed until later.”

Numbers 14:18 “…Even so he does not leave sin unpunished, but he punishes the children for the sins of their parents to the third and fourth generations.’” 

John 15:22 “They would not be guilty if I had not come and spoken to them. But now they have no excuse for their sin.”

Matthew 7:13-14 “You can enter God’s Kingdom only through the narrow gate. The highway to hell is broad, and its gate is wide for the many who choose the easy way.14But the gateway to life is small, and the road is narrow, and only a few ever find it.”

Matthew 12:31 “Every sin or blasphemy can be forgiven—except blasphemy against the Holy Spirit, which can never be forgiven. 32 Anyone who blasphemes against me, the Son of Man, can be forgiven, but blasphemy against the Holy Spirit will never be forgiven, either in this world or in the world to come.”

Matthew 18:3-6 “Then he said, “I assure you, unless you turn from your sins and become as little children, you will never get into the Kingdom of Heaven. 4 Therefore, anyone who becomes as humble as this little child is the greatest in the Kingdom of Heaven. 5 And anyone who welcomes a little child like this on my behalf is welcoming me. 6 But if anyone causes one of these little ones who trusts in me to lose faith, it would be better for that person to be thrown into the sea with a large millstone tied around the neck.”

Isaiah 66:3 “But those who choose their own ways, delighting in their sins, are cursed…” 

John 16:9 “The world’s sin is unbelief in me.”

Isaiah 66:4 “I will send great troubles against them—all the things they feared. For when I called, they did not answer. When I spoke, they did not listen. They deliberately sinned—before my very eyes—and chose to do what they know I despise.”

Titus 2:14 “He gave his life to free us from every kind of sin, to cleanse us, and to make us his very own people, totally committed to doing what is right.”

John 8:34 Jesus replied, “I assure you that everyone who sins is a slave of sin.” 

John 8:44 “For you are the children of your father the Devil, and you love to do the evil things he does. He was a murderer from the beginning and has always hated the truth. There is no truth in him. When he lies, it is consistent with his character; for he is a liar and the father of lies.” 


After You Pray His Word (Scripture)

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to EL-GIBHOR which means “The Mighty God” or that God, The Messiah is the powerful one and a mighty warrior against all of our enemies.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
