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THREATENED

Before You Pray His Word (Scripture)


Our approach to prayer is as important as the words we pray.So let’s consider to first change our attitude and understand His ways, so that our prayers will be more acceptable to Yahweh (God).

Step 1
· BECOME QUIET – Remove all distractions when dealing with Heaven (Turn off Phone, T.V., IPods, etc.)
· Begin to find a loving, humble and peaceful place in your spirit (Attitude Adjustment)

Step 2
· HONOR Yahweh (God) - Praising, Worshipping and Complimenting Him for all He has already done in your life.
· He now invites you into His presence & allows you to connect with His spirit

Step 3
· SCRIPTURAL EVIDENCE – Find the scripture that relates to your specific need or request about being Threatened.
· Repeat His words back to Him.  This tells Him that you know His promises and are expecting Him to deliver on His promises.
· Note:  DO NOT mention your past sins – remember He has forgiven and forgotten about them – they’re no longer important.

Select The Scripture(s) That Best Meet Your Needs.

Psalm 91:9-10 “If you make the LORD your refuge, if you make the Most High your shelter, 10no evil will conquer you; no plague will come near your dwelling.”

I Peter 1:13 “So think clearly and exercise self-control…”

I Peter 2:23 “…When he suffered, he did not threaten to get even. He left his case in the hands of God, who always judges fairly.”

Psalm 91 “Those who live in the shelter of the Most High will find rest in the shadow of the Almighty.  2This I declare of the LORD: He alone is my refuge, my place of safety; he is my God, and I am trusting him.  3For he will rescue you from every trap and protect you from the fatal plague.  4He will shield you with his wings.  He will shelter you with his feathers.  His faithful promises are your armor and protection.  5Do not be afraid of the terrors of the night, nor fear the dangers of the day, 6nor dread the plague that stalks in darkness, nor the disaster that strikes at midday.  7Though a thousand fall at your side, though ten thousand are dying around you, these evils will not touch you.  8But you will see it with your eyes; you will see how the wicked are punished.  9If you make the LORD your refuge, if you make the Most High your shelter, 10no evil will conquer you; no plague will come near your dwelling.  11For he orders his angels to protect you wherever you go.12They will hold you with their hands to keep you from striking your foot on a stone.13You will trample down lions and poisonous snakes; you will crush fierce lions and serpents under your feet!  14The LORD says, “I will rescue those who love me. I will protect those who trust in my name.  15When they call on me, I will answer; I will be with 
them in trouble.  I will rescue them and honor them.  16I will satisfy them with a long lifeand give them my salvation.”

Psalm 121“I look up to the mountains—does my help come from there?  2My help comes from the LORD, who made the heavens and the earth!  3He will not let you stumble and fall;the one who watches over you will not sleep.  4Indeed, he who watches over Israelnever tires and never sleeps.  5The LORD himself watches over you!  The LORD stands beside you as your protective shade.  6The sun will not hurt you by day, nor the moon at night.  7The LORD keeps you from all evil and preserves your life.  8The LORD keeps watch over you as you come and go, both now and forever.”

Psalm 23 “The LORD is my shepherd; I have everything I need.  2He lets me rest in green meadows;he leads me beside peaceful streams.  3He renews my strength.  He guides me along right paths, bringing honor to his name.  4Even when I walk through the dark valley of death,I will not be afraid, for you are close beside me.  Your rod and your staff protect and comfort me.  5You prepare a feast for me in the presence of my enemies. You welcome me as a guest, anointing my head with oil.  My cup overflows with blessings.  6Surely your goodness and unfailing love will pursue me all the days of my life, and I will live in the house of the LORD FOREVER.”

Step 4 
· GIVING THANKS – Highest form of faith is thanking Him for something you have not seen or received yet.
· Say the specific Name of God while giving Thanks.  Pray to EL-GIBHOR which means “The Mighty God” or that God, The Messiah is the powerful one and a mighty warrior against all of our enemies.  See the “Names of God” on the webpage for scriptural reference.

Step 5
· BELIEF – Commitment, passion and zeal to the point that you do not leave your prayer space until you believe you have it and will not allow Satan to change your mind.
· Continue to give praise, worship and thanksgiving until you see the results.
